Joshua 1:9

had died. His successor, Joshua, stood gazing
hopefully into the Promised Land. The people were
poised to receive God’s blessings, but entering the
land and taking possession of it would not be easy.

To say there was some trepidation and fear, is an
understatement. The people were ready for
something new. They were excited for God’s
promises to be fulfilled, but they were also fearful
and distressed.
